Workshops on Numeracy pedagogy
Two-day regional workshops focus on numeracy pedagogy with a view to sharing and developing strategies for disseminating good practice to colleagues in the regions. They are for Skills for Life and vocational teachers, workplace trainers, subject learning coaches and learning support staff.  
Train the Teacher Trainer
These intensive Training the Teacher Trainer courses cover both generic and subject specific theory and practice of teacher training. They are open to LLN teacher trainers and experienced teachers from any region in the country. The courses include five contact days, tutorial support, and up to 180 self study/blended learning hours.
