Skills for Life – The Way Forward
National Targets

1. Skills for Life has 2 targets currently, the 2010 target:

“Improve basic skills of 2.25 million individual learners 

by 2010, milestone of 1.5 million learners by July 2007”

This target has been achieved two years early.
2. And the new Leitch, 2020 target of:

“95% of the working age population achieving the basic 

skills of functional literacy and numeracy by 2020”
3. Although the Leitch target is the priority, the LSC will still fund all levels of literacy, numeracy and ESOL.  Planning should therefore consider Skills for Life as a whole with the Leitch functional levels as sub-sections.  Learners should be encouraged to progress to the minimum functional levels and beyond.

Leitch Calculations

4. The following levels count to Leitch:

· Entry Level 3 Numeracy and a certain % of Level 1and Level 2
· Level 1 Literacy (including ESOL) and a certain % of Level 2 (Including ESOL) 
5. Table 4, below, outlines the learning aims which are part of the Skills for Life family and whether or not they count to the Leitch ambition.
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
